Blessed with abundant natural wonders, the northern mountainous region is also home of several ethnic hill tribe 

peoples, whose distinct cultures and traditions have, for decades a good magnet to attract tourists to the region.

From November to January cool-climate 

flowers will be blooming, coloring the misty mountain 

ranges all over the area, especially in the provinces of 

Chiang Rai, and Mae Hong Son. In winter time the area 

becomes a spectacularly exotic and romantic place to go.  

Natural attractions are no doubt the main draw in the 

north. The regions are full of several renowned national 

parks, particularly the most famous and highest 

mountain ranges in Thailand Doi Inthanon in Chiang Mai 

along with mountains including Doi Angkhang, Doi Mae 

Salong and others.  

The northern region is also home to Thailand’s earliest 

civilization, of which evidence still abounds today, 

especially in provinces of Chiang Mai, Mae Hong Son, 

Lampang and Sukothai, the first true Thai Kingdom 

which existed some 700 years ago.
